3) Using your answers and the MLA models provided for you online, create a Life List presentation and set up a Works Cited page as it would appear at the end of an MLA-style essay. You will be learning some new tools throughout this unit, and you can use any one of them to create your presentation.  Your Works Cited page will have 25 entries by the time you are finished.
4) You will be graded on three main things:
a. Creativity and thoroughness of your presentation. (25 points)

b. Completion of all required elements listed below. (25 points)

c. Correct MLA citation of all 25 sources.  Attention to detail is crucial! (25 points)
POSSIBLE QUESTIONS:

Q: What if I don’t know any ballets, operas, books, poems, sporting events, etc?
A: Do some research in libraries and on the internet.  Ask a human resource, someone who has some knowledge or just a personal passion for the subject.
Q: What if I want to add more citations than the number on the minimum required list?
A: PLEASE add more!  You may wish to add a website devoted to someone you want to meet in person in our lifetime.  You may want to list a hundred books!


Q: What if I don’t like sports or music or art?
A: Like the late Victorians and the elite of the early 1900s in America, being a well-educated individual today means being well-rounded.  You cheat yourself if you don’t sample a few of the splendors the world has to offer you.
