About this course document:

This course was designed to be a successful tool to teach grade 4 science requirements in Minnesota.  While the kids will get some hands on practice with the sites chosen, it would benefit the kids to do some practicing off line with circuits.  You would need just a battery, wire, and some sort of motor or light or something.  Still, they don’t absolutely have to have that piece. 

Another place to go that is GREAT having the kids design a circuit on-line is a place called Yenka.  There are some pretty strict rules on use in the classroom so I didn’t include it for the course, but if your school will be able to satisfy those requirements, just Google “Yenka”.  

This course is designed to accommodate those very bright kids that can zip through most things pretty quickly.  The bright ones can go into depth with lessons 8 and 9.  It is also designed to satisfy the kids who need more time to learn circuits.  They are allowed to complete the interactive pieces as many times as they need to.  They can skip lessons 8 and 9 and still learn the majority of what the State of Minnesota requires.
