Your assignment is to CREATE A TOTALLY ORIGINAL video. YOU decide what your movie will be about, and YOU decide how good it will be. Your grade is your choice. 

This is our last major project of the year. Don’t be afraid to use what you’ve learned in other programs – for example, you can use Gimp to make an image to insert in your movie, or you can use power point or Photoscape to make an animation to add.

Your movie will…
· Use correct English!
· Have a title at the beginning

· Have credits at the end WITH CITATIONS
· Have your voice AND other sounds (sound fx or music)
· Use transitions and effects
· Be at least 3 minutes long

YOUR CITATION PAGE will list ALL websites you used for images, sounds and information. Students who do not have a citation page will receive a zero for the entire project! (If you don’t use anything from the internet, you might not need a citation page.) If you get music from your iPod, you must cite the song title, album, year, who wrote the song, and who performed the song. If you’re not sure if you have to cite something, ask your teacher!
