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At the end of the last Ice Age, so much water was locked in glaciers that global ocean levels dropped several hundred feet,
creating the land bridge that made access to the Americas possible. Much evidence of this theory may now be underwater
since the last Ice Age ended and ocean levels rose. Human migration to the Americas has been speculated on for centuries.
